The last luncheon of 2009 was 
held on the 17th of November at 
LMI.  The speaker was Mr. Eric 
Herzberg of LMI. He spoke on the 
topic of Cost of Corrosion of DoD 
Weapons Systems and Infrastruc-
ture. 
Mr. Herzberg is a West Point 
graduate who came to LMI with 
considerable experience in both 
the military as an Army officer and 
more recently in private industry 
with Michelin Tire Corporation. 
He is currently a member of the 
Supply Chain Management  

Program working on both Logis-
tics and Maintenance projects. His 
talk described the method devel-
oped to measure the cost of  

corrosion for DoD weapon systems 
and infrastructure. This method 
involves combining a top-down 
and bottoms-up approach, bound-
ing the problem using data from a 
variety of sources. He created the 
“Cost of Corrosion Assessment 
Guidebook” to assist the DoD in 
the best use of their current data. 
He also spoke of ways to combine 
availability and cost data to help 
services target corrosion mitigation 
opportunities.

CPL Exam Update  
After having passed the May CPL 
exam, Mr. Steve Morgan, CPL was 
officially awarded his CPL certifi-
cate at SOLE 2009. 
  
GWAC 2009 CPL Study Group  
The CPL Study Group has com-
pleted its Study Group sessions. 
The final chapters of William Ste-
venson’s 8th Edition of Operations 
Management was finished along 

with Stock and Lambert’s book on 
Strategic Logistics Management. 
We added a new member to our 
Study Group, Tracey Ramsey.  
Previously, we have covered such 
topics as Reliability, Maintainabil-
ity and Availability Measures (now 
referred to by DoD as Reliability, 
Availabilit y,  Maintainabilit y 
(RAM)), recent trends in logistics, 
the definition of logistics and sys-
tems engineering and how logistics 

has evolved from the traditional 10 
ILS elements.  
We covered Supportability Analy-
sis, and logistics in the various 
phases of the acquisition life cycle. 
We studied Forecasting, Quality, 
Inventory Management, Supply 
Chain Management, Project Man-
agement and Waiting Lines and 
Simulation. A review of sample 
questions was conducted prior to 
the exam.

In the aftermath of the earthquake, Haiti faced a 
devastated infrastructure with damage to ports and 
airfields impeding aid to 2 million suffering people.
